DIRECTIONS FROM THE NORTH:

Garden State Parkway to Exit 117 [Keyport] (Be sure to take the local lanes after the
Raritan River bridge tolls)

Go east on Route 36 for the approximately 12 miles toward Sandy Hook. You will pass
through Keyport, Hazlet, Keansburg, Middletown, Atlantic Highlands, and Highlands and
will see signs for the Sandy Hook National Recreation Area along the way.

Route 36 will bring you to the entrance to Sandy Hook (follow signs)

You will briefly be on Ocean Avenue before it becomes Hartshorne Drive

Follow Hartshorne Drive to Historic Fort Hancock, and follow signs to gate of US Coast
Guard Station Sandy Hook (see next page for map of Sandy Hook)

At the Station’s main gate (if attended), please tell them you are with the Sea Scouts for
the Safety at Sea Day

Proceed through the gate, past the Community Center to the parking area on your right

Garden State Parkway to Exit 109 [Red Bank] (Be sure to take the local lanes after the
Asbury Park toll plaza)

Go east on Monmouth County Route 520. You will pass through Tinton Falls, Red Bank,
Shrewsbury, Fair Haven, and Rumson.

Once you cross the Rumson Bridge, turn left onto Route 36, also known as Ocean Avenue.
Continue north on Ocean Avenue until you see the signs for Gateway National Recreation
Area, then exit Route 36 onto Hartshorne Drive.

Follow Hartshorne Drive to Historic Fort Hancock, and follow signs to gate of US Coast
