1. DRESS CODE: The Bridge of Honor is formal. The dress uniform of your Ship is 

most appropriate. If you do not have a dress uniform, Ship members must be 

attired as though attending a Homecoming or Prom. Following dinner and the 

Landship Ceremony, ladies may change into an appropriate dress for the ball. 

Gentlemen are to remain in Ship uniform.  (Suits, or jacket and tie, are 

appropriate for the males as well)   SKIPPERS, in the past your crews have come 

in uniform for the dinner but have not adhered to the dress code for the dance.

James Zatwarnicki Jr. 

 
James started with scouting as a Tiger cub, continuing through Cub Scouts 

and Boy Scouts.  It was through scouting, during this time, that he first took 

interest in the sea.  In 1992 he became involved in Sea Scouting as a ñCabin 

Boyò with ship 228 (out of Rahway, NJ) and became a Sea Scout in 1994.  

He spent many weekends cruising aboard their vessel, Sea Dart II, 

throughout his high school career, while he attended Arthur L. Johnson Regional High School in Clark, 

NJ.  In 1998 James began his professional career when he started as a 4/C cadet at the State University 

of New York Maritime College at Fort Schuyler in the Bronx, New York.  He graduated in 2002 with a 

3
rd

 Mate license and has been actively sailing since.   

 

Upon graduation, James took the position of Mate aboard the OSRV New Jersey Responder, an oil 

spill response vessel operated by the Marine Spill Response Corporation.  After moving on to other 

maritime endeavors, he has continued to work aboard that vessel on occasion in the capacity of a relief 

master and mate.   

 

Presently, James holds a Chief Mate, vessels of any gross tons, and 1600 Ton master license.  He has 

served aboard both seagoing ships and tugboats.  Besides sailing on commercial vessels, James has 

also worked as an instructor aboard the TS Empire State VI for SUNY Maritime College and aboard 

the TS Kings Pointer for the US Merchant Marine Academy.  Most recently he served as chief officer 

aboard the USNS Bruce C. Heezen, an oceanographic survey ship owned by the US Navyôs Military 

Sealift Command and operated by Horizon Lines, LLC.   

 

Through his career, James has had the opportunity to travel around the world and visit several foreign 

ports.  Among these are Barbados, Naples (Italy), Rota (Spain), Cardiff (Wales), Canary Islands 

(Spain), London (England), Nassau (Bahamas), Copenhagen (Denmark), Edinburgh (Scotland), 

Liverpool (England), Tulon (France), Palma De Mallorca (Spain), Pusan (South Korea), Sasebo 

(Japan), Okinawa (Japan), Da Nang (Vietnam), Subic Bay (Philippines), Manila (Philippines), and 

Singapore.  His love of the sea and wanderlust began aboard the Sea Dart II when they made their 

annual two week cruises to New England and weekend trips up the Hudson River.  Some of the places 

he has visited as a Sea Scout, like Block Island, are still his favorite places in the world to visit.  

 

James is still active with Sea Scout Ship 228 and often sails as captain for their long cruises and day 

sails.  He is also a member of the Fort Schuyler Maritime Alumni Association and the Marine Society 

of the City of New York.  He is still actively sailing in the Merchant Marines and is pursuing his 

Master, vessels of any gross tonnage, license. 

 

James has said: ñSea Scouting is the root of every success I have had in my career.  Aside from being 

fun, it inspired me to follow my dream.  It is most encouraging to see other young people doing that 

too; thatôs why Iôm still involvedò.

Cathy tutored young children and 
volunteered with the Maryland Special Olympics. She was always 
encouraging her Sea Scout Ship to get involved in community service 
projects. She never turned down a friend, another Ship or organi zation 
that asked for her help. Cathy was tragically killed by a drunk driver in 
1998 at the age of only twenty. This award is to honor her and other 
Sea Scouts who give freely of their time and talents to serve others.
