NOTICE OF RACE

1.0  
Preamble
1.1 The Northeast Region Sea Scout Sailing Championships 2010 (2009) will begin on Saturday, April 24, 2010.  The first race will commence with the warning signal for Race 1 on April 24, 2010 at 1000 and end with no race starting after 1430 on April 25, 2010.

1.2 The Race Committee/Organizing Authority is the Northeast Region Sea Scout Committee, hosted by the Ocean County College.
1.3 There will be no planned activities on Friday, April 23, 2010.  However, if enough scouts show before 9:00 pm, there will be a coaching session and rules seminar in the Race Committee’s Camp Site at 9:15 pm with Cracker Barrel.
1.4 Sailors are expected to bring their own PFD, (Type III or better, no type Vs), sailing gloves, foul weather pants/bibs and top or other protective gear, and it is suggested a change of clothing and towel to have at the regatta site.  In April, the water has not fully warmed from winter, so it is suggested that you bring foul weather gear to wear on the water to protect from spray.  A wet suit/dry suit is encouraged if you already have one, they will not be provided.  

1.5 Adults and other staff helping on the water are expected to bring their own PFDs of any type and personal gear to be on the water.
1.6 All groups are requested to bring one (1) handheld VHF, if they have one already, and a medium cooler to help with food supplies storage and/or a 5-gal drink cooler.
1.7 This event will actually be titled as the 2009 Northeast Region Sea Scout Sailing Championships with plans in the works for the 2010 Northeast Region Sea Scout Sailing Championships to be held in August 2010.

2.0 Rules

2.1
The regatta will be governed by the Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS) 2010-2012 and the BSA Guide to Safe-Boating Standards, except as these are altered by the Sailing Instructions.

2.2 The Northeast Region Sea Scout Sailing Championship (NE Regatta) rules and regulations are posted on the Sea Scout web page (www.seascout.org), and www.seascout.net/neregion
3.0 Eligibility and Entry

3.1
NE Regatta is open only to those crews whose ship is a current member of the Boy Scouts of America or its appropriate National Scouting Authority.  Individual boat crewmembers must meet the eligibility requirements of the Boy Scouts of America Sea Scouting program.

3.2 NE Regatta is a regatta open to all Sea Scout crews that submit a completed entry. 

3.3 If more than 20 crews submit complete entries, a round-robin format will be adopted.

3.4 The entry deadline is 0900 April 24, 2010.  To be assured of receiving all prizes and participation awards and meals, the race committee must receive a completed entry form and event fee prior to the above date.  No entries will be accepted after 0900 April 24, 2010.  Entry acknowledgement will be sent to valid entrants shortly after entry receipt. T-shirts will be mailed after the event.
4.0 FEES
4.1
An event fee shall accompany the entry application.  The event fee is $45 per participant, and includes all Boats, Food, Camping, Insurance, T-shirts, and Trophies.  If participants acquire their own berthing; the fee remains $45 per participant.  This fee is payable by all those attending the event.

4.2 BERTHING:
4.2.1 Berthing will be included in your entry fee at the Joseph A. Citta Scout Reservation in the camping area.  Full bath facilities are included.

7.0 Sailing Instructions

They will also be provided at check-in on April 24, 2010, and posted on the bulletin board at the Ocean County College Clubhouse.  This bulletin board shall be considered the Official Notice Board. 8.0 Racing Area

The racing area will be in Toms River, between Toms River Yacht Club and Island Heights Yacht Club.

9.0 Scoring

9.1
The low point scoring system of RRS 2010-2012 Appendix A will apply (www.ussailing.org/rules ).  Each crew from each ship will be scored separately and that crew's regatta score shall be the total of her race scores.

Three (3) complete races are required to constitute a regatta.

10. 
Decisions of the Race Committee

A Race Jury, including a representative of Ocean County College staff or designee, and two (2) members of the Northeast Region Sea Scouts, shall hear protests; make determinations regarding the rules of the regatta and safety issues.  All decisions of the Race Committee shall be final in accordance with RRS 2010-2012 and the BSA Guide to Safe-Boating.

Arbitration

For protests involving an alleged breach of the Racing Rules of Sailing 2010-2012, no arbitration hearing will be held prior to the protest hearing.

12. 
Prizes

Overall, Northeast Region Sea Scout Sailing Championships awards based on cumulative scores for the event will be presented to first, second, third, fourth and fifth place crews after the final race.  All participants will receive a participation award consisting of a T-shirt. T-shirts will be delivered to your Ship Skipper’s home or the address on your registration.  This is not a Koch Cup qualifying event.

Amendments to this Notice
NE Regatta Race Committee/Jury reserves the right to amend this notice.  Any amendments of this notice made prior to April 15, 2010 will be posted on the Sea Scout web page and mailed or e-mailed to those crews whose entries have been completed.  Amendments will be posted on the Official Notice Board, Alternate Notice Board and copies will be available at check-in and the Skipper's Meetings.

14. REGATTA STAFF HELP REQUIRED

Ship officers, committee members, and other adults will be required to take part in regatta staff duties.  Please indicate your preference for staffing help on the registration form or when you check in.  An adult Duty Roster will be posted on the Official Notice Board.  No special talents are needed for these positions.  The positions are as follows:

Registration/Computer Scoring-2 staff--Data entry of race scores into the NE Regatta scoring computer.
Safety/Crash Boat Operators-4 staff—(2 Drivers & 2 boat hands). The ability to operate a runabout 
safely for buoy tending and capsized boat recoveries, as needed.

Starters-2-3 staff—The ability to judge boats over a starting line and take down the order of finish of 

      competing boats.

Race Committee-2-4 staff—Some knowledge of the Racing Rules of Sailing is preferred but not 





necessary.  Instruction will be provided.

Dock Help-unlimited-Help with boat set-up and De-Rigging and expediting any issues.

Food & Beverage-4-8 staff—Coordinating, preparing, and serving meals for our participants.
